1.
Team composition

Mixed teams can have up to and no more than three men on court when playing other mixed teams. 

2.
Games
Games will be 32 minutes in duration (4 x 8 min quarters) and will be played under the International Netball Rules.  
3.
Uniform/Balls
Teams to provide own ball and bibs and are to wear same coloured tee-shirts.

4.
Umpiring
Teams are to supply their own umpire who will umpire their own game 

(1 per game).  Or alternately application can be made to have an Umpire supplied at a cost of $15.00 per game.
5.
Fairplay
Teams are expected to adopt fairplay practices in their games.  This competition is organised to provide an opportunity for people to enjoy netball outside the winter competition.  The key focus is enjoyment in participation.

1x Centre  - 2, 3 & 4

TEAMS TO SUPPLY OWN BALL AND BIBS – NETBALL BIBS WILL BE SUFFICIENT FOR THIS GAME WITH THE BIBS TO BE USED AS FOLLOWS

Basic Rules:


No physical contact 


Defending may occur from 0.9m away 


The ball must be passed within 3 seconds

After catching and landing a player may take 1 step before the ball must be released


The ball must be touched by a player in each third of the court


All players must be on court while a throw in takes place

Scoring:



Goal shot inside goal circle = 1 point


Goal shot outside goal circle (in goal third) = 3 points 


Anyone who can play in the goal third may shoot from outside the goal circle

To start the game:

Centres of both teams in the centre third with defenders and scorers in their appropriate goal third ends of the court

Game starts as soon as the Centre with possession places one foot in centre circle.  (No whistle from the umpire.)

Umpire:


Each team to supply one Umpire who will control half the court as in Netball 7’s games or 


may request assistance for Umpiring from the Members of the Kerikeri Sports Leadership 
programme.
Once an infringement is called the non offending team takes the pass from where the infringement took place. 


The infringer may move down the court or defend from the correct distance.

The umpire blows the whistle at the Centre pass only when an infringement takes place.

Substitutions:

Player substitutions can be made at any time providing the player on court leaves before replacement goes on court.
