General Business:
1) Working Bee: Date change to Monday 1st of May and Tuesday 2nd of May due to members being away on weekend. Cleaners to come in for general clean through. Rep Uniforms to be sorted and hung up by Dee and Jo. Missing uniforms need to be tracked down. Spring clean of canteen, tidy of control room and meeting room. Outside concrete to be water blasted.
2) Job Descriptions: Job description sheets handed out to clarify office holders duties. Dot also drew up a list of duties she is currently undertaking which need to be transferred to other members of the committee. See attached sheet.
3) Coachforce: At present there are no Coachforce representatives operating in our area. Netball North has told us that there is no funding available for this to operate in the Far North and therefore there is no money to pay Jo to attend Coach Force training. This funding is granted by SPARC. Dot to follow this up with Netball North and clarify if the Mid North Coaching Development Manager will cover our area.
4) Holiday Programme: To date 55 children have registered with more expected to register late. The leadership group is prepared and ready to oversee this programme. There will be extra activities offered.
5) Leadership Camp: The Leadership group have been invited to attend a 4 day camp at Waitangi during the holidays. 17 people will attend including Sam Knight and Kerry Ann Latu who are helping out with coaching this group. The camp has been funded by Netball North. Topics covered will include Fitness, Nutrition and Coaching. Netball North has told Dot they have allocated $6,500.00 towards the ongoing costs of the leadership programme.
6) SPARC Statistics: Ali Edwards from Sport Northland attended this meeting to explain the new system of SPARC statistics and funding. SPARC identified 9 national sports; one of these is netball, and 3 regional sports, which vary depending on the area. They want to gain more information about each of these sports and how they operate. To do this they want more information and statistics so they can better help each sporting code to improve and develop. Ali has agreed to input this data for us through her work at Sport Northland. Much of the data required is on our registration forms and will be gathered from different courses provided and hours of coaching training we offer. These plus participation levels will help to create reports that will give us a good idea of where we are at and the areas that we can improve on. These reports will also be useful tools for funding applications. From the reports funding will be allocated to each code but given to Sport Northland who will then work within each code and help the clubs develop. All this extra information needs to be passed on to Ali.
7) V Ball Funding: $2,500.00 of kiwisport funding has been given to Kerikeri Netball Centre to implement a V Ball Programme within our local schools. This has been awarded on a 50 / 50 basis in which we are required to provide the other half of this funding. In term 2 Dot will administer and oversee this programme and Jo will go out into the schools and coach it.
8) Kerikeri Sports Complex Social: First Saturday of Play, 7th of May. 7:30pm – Midnight, band and supper provided. Tickets $20 available from complex and Kwan Garden Centre.
9) Judiciary Committee: This is made up of non-executive committee members who will investigate any problems that may arise and write a report to the committee with their recommendations. Susan Piertarse, Karen Laurie and Raewyn Neale have been asked to form this committee.
