ABOUT FUTURE FERNS NETBALL

FUTURE FERNS NETBALL IS A RECOGNISED KIWISPORT.

Netball New Zealand endorses the Kiwisport philosophy which aims to:

· Improve the quality, quantity and variety of activities
· Encourage participation and skill development
· Reduce the emphasis on ‘win at all costs” and promote enjoyable and satisfying games
· Promote the principles of good sporting behaviour.

Modified rules allow development of skills by placing emphasis on whatever abilities the participant possesses.  Each participant is able to work towards their potential.

FUTURE FERNS NETBALL PROVIDES THIS BY:

Using equipment which is adapted to be more suitable to players body size.

· The use of a size 4 ball reinforces correct technique and skills with more chance of success and enjoyment.
· Lower goal rings ensure that the correct shooting technique is learned before progressing to higher ones.

Incorporating skill sessions into the programme provides the chance for children to understand the stages in which a skill is learned as well as the different situations it can be used in.

USING ROTATION OF POSITIONS:

This allows development of knowledge and skills in all playing positions.
It gives greater opportunity for success and allows for varying growth patterns of children by not stereotyping them into specific playing positions according to size.

The draw indicates – the team listed first in the draw is Team 1 – clockwise rotation.

Rotations may seem confusing at first but are a key aspect of netball players development. It allows players to develop knowledge and skills in all playing positions before specialising in one position or area of the court. This is necessary to allow for the changing and variable growth patterns of young players.

It is the responsibility of the coach to ensure:

· All players are rotated according to the clockwise/anti-clockwise rotations and the rotations are made at the end of each period of play. (team listed on first in draw will rotate clockwise).
· All players are given the opportunity to play and develop in all 7 positions equally.

Parental Support: Coaches need to ensure that all parents/caregivers are aware of the philosophy of Kiwi Netball and understand and support the role of the coach.


OBJECTIVE:

The Future Ferns Netball objective is to develop netball skills in a friendly, fair and non-threatening environment.  To do this, development and readiness are emphasised rather than matching for age.  Giving each child a chance to try hard, to improve and to gain satisfaction from participation should always be emphasised.
