General Business:
1) Team Registrations: To date there have been 40 senior team registrations, an increase of 7 – 8 teams and 44 Junior teams have registered. Not many have sent in completed registration forms or fees at this stage. These teams will generate $28,300 in fees.
2) Canteen Roster: Cara has offered to do the roster for the canteen. Let her know your commitments and times you are able to help.
3) Duty Officer: One member of the executive committee will act as a duty officer each Saturday. They will be responsible for overseeing netball from the setting up for the first round of games to the end of clean up. These duties include:
· Set up Kiwi Netball Goals and pull down at end of kiwi netball rounds

· Open toilets and check supplies

· Be committee representative for any questions etc

· Ensure umpires turn up

· Police no dogs, prams, bikes, rollerblades, smoking etc on court enclosure.

6) Timing Device: This was found to be faulty, but was repaired under warranty. Having problems with numbers. Technician to come back again and look at this problem.
7) Bench Seats: Richard to get quotes and samples for seats to be placed around outside of courts for spectators.
8) Umpiring: Fines and loss of points to be imposed for non-attendance of team umpires for allocated games. Fines are to be paid before teams are allowed to play in next game. Janice to draw up a list of people interested in umpiring extra games and teams can organize their own replacement umpires, some of which will be seeking payment. Refresher courses can be offered again during the season if interest is high enough. Email reminder to be sent out by Dot. Leadership group train on a Monday and are available for practical umpiring practice.
9) Rep Team Coach Applications: One application has been received per team. Rep Coach Selection Committee to meet to discuss these applications. JMB Rep Trials will take place on the second and third Saturday’s of play.
10) Rep Uniforms: There are 12 missing uniforms most of which date back to 2009. Jo and Dee will continue to try and track these down but at this stage there are only enough uniforms for three teams. Jo and Dee getting quotes for mobile hangers etc.
