4) JMB Tournament: Sandra organizing this with Dee helping with Coaches and Managers lunch. All committee to bring a plate of slices or cake etc. Jo will make the buns and Dot and Dee to make the filled rolls. Team bags to include draw, lollies, Fullers brochure and a ball. Sandra organising medals for 1st and 2nd places plus free dove products from New World. Large and small first aid kits also to be ordered as prizes.
5) Leadership Programme Update: Four weeks until their Australian Trip. They are making good progress and attended a one night camp at Patau last week, which was very successful. They are running the Fun Ferns programme on a Saturday morning and now have 50 children enrolled and participating. Going very well. Request for the following items for their Australian Trip: 10 balls, gear bag, first aid kit, 5 uniforms. Netball North has funded the 4 day leadership camp at Waitangi and have paid Dot approx. $5000 as the Netball Co ordinator for this group. They hope to continue this program with the same group until they leave school. It was started at this Year Level as the Yr 9 & 10 age group was identified as an age where we lose participants from Netball. Hoping to have another in take of students in 2013 but will require parent volunteers to oversee.
6) Fitness Sessions: These run every Tuesday and are proving to be very popular with a good turn out each week. These are compulsory for Rep Teams.

7) Dirt on Courts: The dirt from the rugby fields are washing down on to the ends of the netball courts with the problem being worst on Court 1. This creates a significant safety issue as the court becomes very slippery. Maree to write a letter to FNDC.
8) Signs for Courts: Sandra has organized signs for the courts to ensure player safety advising of no bikes, prams, roller skates, dogs and smoking. Five signs will cost approximately $1200 installed.
