Change to Regulations:
Part III No. 8 - Points

Four (4) points shall be awarded for a win, two (2) for a draw, one (1) for a loss when the losing score is three (3) goals or less of the winning score for forty or thirty minute games. A win by default shall be four (4) points, and no points are awarded to a team for a loss by default. Teams that win by default will be awarded average goals for/against scored in previous games played in that round. If two or more teams draw for winners or runners up of grades the trophies shall be awarded according to goal ratio (goals ‘for’ divided by goals ‘against’).

3)  Rep Teams: North Harbour Tournament – There has not been enough time for coaches to “coach” teams it is more a case of co-ordinating players. A suggestion has been made to have a rep training squad of 15 – 20 players training from summer onwards then there will be time to develop potential and coach skills. This would also give a good indicator of player commitment. Dot to send out a press release to Bay Chronicle, Northern News and Bay News covering North Harbour Tournament, JMB Tournament and Future Ferns Programme.
4) Fun Ferns: 57 children in total with 42 regular attendees. A total income of $925 with $314 spent on balls for each child. DD Gold donated the bags. There has been great feedback from the prize giving and from parents. They are requesting more sessions.
5) JMB Report: As attached. Income $2810.00. Fees $1560.00 and sponsorship of $1250.00. Approx. $1300 profit. Great feedback on another fantastic tournament.
6) Mixed Netball Tournament: Offer kitchen up for tender to KKNC members as a team fundraising opportunity. This will start 27 October and will run for six weeks with the final night on the 1st of December.
7) V Ball Competition: Will be organized with Robyn Richards for the 24th of August. Leadership group to help run this tournament.
8) Senior Games for 2nd Round: Jo has requested that senior games become an hour long for the second round to bring us into line with all other netball centres. After discussion it was decided on twelve minute quarters as a compromise. At this stage hour long games would push back our finish time to after four o’clock.
9) Prize giving: We need to replace the wooden first round trophies for the JMB and a new Yr. 3 grade trophy is needed too. Sandra to get quotes for trophies and also for medals for winners and runners up so we can apply for funding to the Oxford Trust.
10) KKHS Ball: The ball is on the Saturday 6th of August. Seniors will play in the morning but with the longer games the rounds will be longer and will push back the start time for junior netball that day.
11) Disabled Car Parking: Email to go out to remind everyone not to park in these places, as they will be towed if not displaying valid cards.
